ATHS Golf Cart Policy
A “golf cart” will be an overarching term for 
vehicles defined as any low-speed vehicle 
that is no wider than 60 inches and has a 
maximum weight of 2,000 pounds. No ATVs, 
UTVs, or side-by-side sport vehicles. Golf 
carts must be operated in accordance with 
the following:
• Maximum speed of 20 MPH.
• The licensed driver will remain in control 

and will be responsible for the golf cart’s 
safe operation.

• A certificate or proof of insurance for the vehicle must be provide before operation of 
vehicle on premises.

• Traffic laws and rules must be followed.
• Any accidents or crashes are to be reported to the Event Manager immediately.
Each vehicle must be registered with event personnel. Registration will include a numbered 
decal to be displayed at all times. The decal will include emergency contact name and number, 
and the owner’s information.
